Cerrado on rocky slopes with some campo
rupestre species present.

Very broad-crowned shrub, 3m tall, trunk
20cm in diam. at the base, with thick
corky bark rather like that of Curatella
americana. Caducous petals red-purple;
anthers orange-fawn; rest of flower green.
Mature nectaries red-purple. This species
is abundant in the area and grows as trees
to c¢. 6m tall.
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
