Places to buy food

There is a small village store in Caldbeck that sells a variety of things but not sandwiches from what I can remember. There is a co-op in Wigton at about NY 2555 4859 and a couple of other shops and a couple of bakers along King Street/High Street. There is a co-op in Dalston centre NY 3693 5019, though there is a bigger one currently being built on the opposite side of the road. There is also a bakers and sandwich place in the centre.
